Both COVID-19 test results and vaccination information are available in ConnectingOntario ClinicalViewer to authorized
healthcare providers and organizations. For this information to display in the ClinicalViewer, the following conditions
must be met:

e patient must have avalid Ontario Health Card Number

e patient must not have blocked the display of their medications, lab results or COVID-19 information

e required data repository must be available

e COVID-19testing facility must contribute results to Ontario Laboratories Information System (OLIS)

If any of these conditions are not met, COVID-19 information will not display in the ClinicalViewer. This does not
necessarily meanthat the patient has not been tested or vaccinated.

COVID-19 information displays in two portlets as explained below.

COVID-19 Test and Vaccination Information Display in the Medications Portlet
Healthcare providers document the administration of COVID-19 vaccinations in COVaxgy. The Digital Health Drug
Repository (DHDR) provides a subset of this information in near real-time to the ClinicalViewer.

COVID-19 vaccination information displays as a drug ratherthan as a professional service (as s the case for flu
vaccination information). COVID-19 test information displays in the Medications portlet only when a pharmacy performs
the test and does not include test results. Consult the Laband Pathology Results portlet for the test results.
